
How can I support lgbt Brethren?   
 

 

Supporting lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender 

(lgbt) people means more than friendliness or  

private words – it means acting in solidarity for 

equality and an end to discrimination.  

 

A person who acts in solidarity:  
 

� Educates themselves about current issues  

impacting lgbt people.  
 

� Expects to make mistakes, and does not use 

this as an excuse for inaction. 
 

� Constructively challenges actions, words, 

policies and practices that are discriminatory, 

wherever they are found. 
 

� Commits to the personal growth required, 

including being able to articulate patterns of 

oppression and privilege in one’s own life.  
 

� Connects with lgbt organizations and is not 

afraid of being associated with the lgbt com-

munity.  
 

� Is willing to risk his or her own privilege. 
 

� Works with the lgbt and allied community to 

empower lgbt people along the way.  
 

� Believes that equality benefits all people.
